Dairy Cattle Arrival
•	 Only exhibitors with an approved early arrival requests may arrive Wednesday, Sept. 27, 

beginning at 10:00 a.m. The Early Arrival Request Form is due Sept. 13.
•	 All exhibitors can arrive beginning at 7 a.m. Thursday, Sept. 28. Arrival/health check-in is 

24-hours through noon, Saturday, Sept 30. All animals must be on grounds at that time.

Stalling
•	 Call the Stalling Hotline - 608-224-6455 x4 - Sept. 14-26, to confirm and/or update the 

number of animals in your string.
•	 AFTER Sept. 26, call the Superintendent's Office (608-267-3924) with changes to stalling.
•	 No stalling information/locations will be given over the phone. Stalling locations will be 

assigned on site in the Superintendent's Office in the Arena Building.
•	 Stall space is assigned for the number of animals on grounds, NOT the number of animals 

entered.

Health Requirements & Check-In
•	 WDE adheres to the health and import requirements set by the Wisconsin Department of 

Agriculture, Trade and Consumer Protection (DATCP). 
•	 The Vet Instruction Sheet will help your veterinarian complete the Certificate of Veterinary 

Inspection (CVI) properly for WDE.
•	 A CVI MUST accompany animals as they come off the trailer.
•	 CVIs must list the full 15-digit animal-attached official animal identification number

	○ A 124 Canadian Cattle Identification Agency (CCIA) RFID tag
	○ A USDA 840 Animal Identification Number (AIN) RFID or visual tag

Storage, Cleanliness & Cattle Housing Safety
•	 Pop-up tents MUST have a 2A-10B:C portable fire extinguisher attached to the outside of 

the tent. (Available at any major retailer/hardware store)
•	 Maximum size of pop-up tents is 10' x 10'.
•	 Tents must be spaced at least 10' from one another - on ALL sides - and may not block 

emergency exits or signage.
•	 Absolutely NO smoking or cooking with an open flame in the New Holland Pavilions/Cattle 

Tent. Grills MUST be at least 50' from any structure or hay/straw storage.
•	 Limited external feed storage will be available in marked locations around the Pavilions. Any 

feed and bedding stored outside the Cattle Tent must be at least 5' from the tent walls.
•	 Hay/straw bales may be stacked to a maximum height of 8'.
•	 No unauthorized skidloaders are permitted on grounds at any time.

Veterinary Service
•	 The official WDE on-grounds vets are Dr. M Miesen, Dr. C Holschbach, Dr. K Poulsen and Dr. 

R Breuer with administrative services provided by Whitewater Veterinary Hospital.
	 Daytime vet calls: Fill out the notebook in the vet truck parked between Pavilions 1 and 2
			        Provide your name and location of your animal.
	 Nighttime and emergency calls: A phone number will be posted at the Vet office, Pavilion 2.

Animal Availability for Judging Contests
•	 All animals entered at WDE must be made available for use in the National Dairy Cattle 

Judging Contests. Failure to comply will result in forfeiture of all premiums and the exhibitor 
may be barred from participating in WDE.

•	 Selected animals must be washed and clipped.

Feed Vendor

•	 Feed and bedding pricing can be found on the Dairy Cattle Exhibitor Information page in 

mid-September.
	○ A representative will be on-site beginning Sept. 27 at 10 a.m.
	○ Pavilion and cattle tent deliveries will be available.
	○ Pre-arrival feed/bedding orders will not be accepted. Orders can be placed once you 

arrive on grounds. 
	○ All accounts MUST be settled prior to the close of the show. Payment must be made 

solely to Prairie View Enterprises LLC.
	○ A skidloader will be available to help you unload feed and bedding brought on site. 

Applicable fees will apply.

•	 WDE will provide high capacity, non-motorized platform carts for exhibitor use to aid with 

delivery of feed supply within the Pavilions and cattle tent. All carts must be returned to 
their designated storage locations when not in use.

Milk Disposal
•	 There is NO dumping of milk allowed anywhere on grounds.
•	 Buckets for milk produced outside the milking parlor are available for exhibitor use and may 

be picked up at the milkhouse beginning Wednesday, September 27.
•	 Buckets must be emptied into receiving tanks placed around the Pavilions and cattle tent.
•	 Receiving tanks will be routinely emptied throughout the week of the show.
•	 A limited number of milk buckets will be available on a first come, first served basis.

Sharps Containers
•	 All sharps MUST be disposed of in provided sharps containers.
•	 Sharps containers may be picked up outside the milkhouse Thursday and Friday, Sept. 28 & 29.
